        Every day has 24 hours filled with opportunities to grow, serve, and be productive. Yet it is so easy to waste time, letting life slip from our grasp. Refuse to be a lazy person, sleeping or frittering away the hours meant for productive work. See time as God’s gift, and seize your opportunities to live diligently for him. 

        The sluggard will not plow by reason of the cold; therefore shall he beg in harvest, and have nothing. (Proverbs 20:4)

        You’ve heard similar warnings: If you don’t study, you’ll fail the test; if you don’t save, you won’t have money when you need it. God wants us to anticipate future needs and prepare for them. We can’t expect him to come to our rescue when we cause our own problems through lack of planning and action. He provides for us, but he also expects us to be responsible.  It's absolutely amazing how some of us can just lay in bed and not do nothing.  God has a few words for those of us who just cannot get up and going each day.  He uses words like lazy, slothful and sluggard.  Sluggard is the one that made me think about myself sometimes when I can justify staying in the bed instead of getting up and going in the morning.  Check out these next verses about lazy people, they are awesome and they really make you think: 

(Proverbs 26:13-15) 13The slothful man saith, There is a lion in the way; a lion is in the streets. 14As the door turneth upon his hinges, so doth the slothful upon his bed. 15The slothful hideth his hand in his bosom; it grieveth him to bring it again to his mouth.  16The sluggard is wiser in his own conceit than seven men that can render a reason.
        If a person is not willing to work, he or she can find endless excuses to avoid it. But laziness is more dangerous than a prowling lion. The less you do, the less you want to do, and the more useless you become. To overcome laziness, take a few small steps toward change. Set a concrete, realistic goal. Figure out the steps needed to reach it, and follow those steps. Pray for strength and persistence. To keep your excuses from making you useless, stop making useless excuses.
 

Thought For The Day... 
        There is all kinds of laziness.  You can be one of those lazy or slothful people or a sluggard who stays in the bed all day.  To help overcome this one you can simply pray to God to help you get out of bed and to let you be productive and you may even get to work on time.  

        A lot of people I talk to weekly say things like: "I just can't get off of work on Sundays  or Wednesdays to come to church, my boss is mean like that and he won't let me off".  Let me ask you a question, have you ever considered the fact that you might be the reason your boss is the way he or she is.  If we are lazy and just can't get out of bed, maybe we are not getting to work on time or maybe our attitude is bad because we are just tired from being so lazy.  I can almost make you a guarantee, and here it is:  If all you lazy people out there would just get out of the bed every day and start getting to work a little early (maybe 15 or 20 minutes) and let your boss know that you are ready and willing to get your job done with a good attitude, you just might start racking up the brownie points with him or her.  If you will just let your boss know that you want to be their best employee and let him or her know that you are one of those who want to advance, you just might find yourself in the position of (Proverbs 10:4): He becometh poor that dealeth with a slack hand: but the hand of the diligent maketh rich.  There it is, God tells you in scripture that if you slack off you won't get nothing out of life but on the other hand if you are diligent you will succeed. The good thing is that you can work as a pizza delivery boy or girl or you can work at one of the most prestigious jobs in town, it doesn't matter.  If you will work as if you are working for God you will succeed.  Just imagine that if you did everything at your job as if you were doing it for God and just made a special effort to do a great job, your boss will notice.  If you are doing a great job and you are one of the exceptional employees instead of an average or below average one your boss is going to work with you when you need time off for church and serving the Lord.

        I know sometimes I'm just flat blunt, but somewhere out there is someone who needs to read this lesson.  If you are not one of these lazy people, great, but there are also the ones who are lazy as far as their service to the church and to the lost.

If you will just take control of your life and get out of the bed and quit feeling sorry for yourself, your life will change, I just know it will, or you can just lay there and be a failure for you, your family and God...
