I Don’t Know You

As the play opens the audience will hear a car crash sound effect.

After the crash, the family, dad, mom and the teenage child will end up on the stage to the right just below the opening where the keyboard is located.

Mom: Honey what just happened, where are we?  I can’t see anything; it’s so dark, are you there?

Dad: Yes dear, I’m right here.  The last thing I remember is seeing that set of headlights and hitting the brakes, then, here we are.

Mom: Child, where are you?  Child, can you hear me?  Child, please answer me, are you okay?

Child: Mom, where are we?

Mom: I don’t know honey, follow my voice and come to your dad and me.

Child: Mom, I’m scared, I can’t see anything.

Dad: Child, its going to be okay, just come to us and we will find a way out of this.

Child: I hear your voice right here beside me but every time I try to reach to you I feel like I’m touching a wall.  Dad, Mom, help me, I’m scared.

Dad: Its okay child, we’re right here, just reach out your hand.

Child: Dad, I can’t touch you.  Please help me Dad, please make it better.

Mom: Child I hear your voice right here next to me.  Why can’t I touch you?  

Child: (Desperately) Mom, What’s going on here?  You’re right here next to me, I can feel your breath on my face but I can’t touch you.  Dad, (crying) help me, please help me.

A bright light appears in the opening and the silhouette of a person is in the light.  This person will not be recognizable; all the audience will see is the silhouette of the person as the light will be so bright.  This person in the silhouette is God.

Mom: (frightened) Honey, what is this?

Dad: (in disbelief) I don ‘t know.

Mom: (frantic) Child, honey, where are you?

Child: (walking up from behind mom and dad) (happy to see them) Here I am mom. (child rushes to hug mom and dad and is stopped by an invisible barrier) Mom, dad, I can’t touch you.  (child looks up) Who is that in the light?

Mom & Dad: (looking in amazement) Oh my.

Child: (puzzled)  What? 

Dad: Sir, who are you?  Where are we?

God: I am the Father.  You know me as God.  Your lives as you knew them on earth came to an end tonight.  You are here now to stand before me and to be judged. 

Dad: Sir, what do you mean?  Are we dead?

God: Your earthly bodies are dead, they were killed in a car crash, but your soul will live forever.  Starting this moment, you will begin your eternal life.

Mom: Father, do we get to go to Heaven?

Dad: Yes Father, do we get to go to heaven?

God: Yes my good and faithful servants, you may dwell with me in paradise forever.  You have served me faithfully through your lives.  Enter into the light.

As the mom and dad enter into the light, child follows to the edge of the light and is stopped by the barrier.  Child tries again and again to the point of exhaustion and falls to the floor.

Child: What’s happening to me?  I don’t understand, what’s happening to me.  (child begins to pray out loud to God) God, what is happening to me?  Please God help me, I’m so scared.  I don’t know what to do.  Please help me God.

God: Why do you pray to me now?  Why did you not pray to me when you were on earth?  It is too late for prayer now.  Your parents tried to teach you about me when you were on earth.  They tried to get you into my house to learn about me and worship me but you refused. There was always something better or more fun to do than prepare your spirit for eternity with me.

Child: But Father I don’t understand.  How do I get into Heaven?  

God: You do not get into Heaven.

Child: But God, if I don’t get into Heaven, that means; Oh please no, you can’t send me to hell.

God: I have no choice.  When my Son Jesus walked the earth, He made a promise on my behalf. His very words in my Bible, in the book of John chapter 14 verse 6 clearly states “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one can come to the Father except through me”.  To come into the kingdom of Heaven my Son must live in your heart.  You never chose to accept my Son as your savior.

Child: But Father, I never knew that.

God: Yes, but you would have, had you lived your life in my house with your parents.

Child: But God I went to church some.  Doesn’t that count for anything?

God: There were too many things in your life that were more important to you like your boyfriend/girlfriend, like your friends, like your sleep.  There were many many Sunday mornings that you just did not get out of bed because you stayed out too late the night before.

Child: But God, I didn’t do anything bad enough to go to hell. I helped others and gave my time at the church once in a while.

God: It was more important for you to have pre-marital sex than it was for you to live your life in my service.  It was more important to be with your friends drinking, smoking and taking drugs than it was for you to live your life in my service. You constantly worshipped the world rather than Me.  You chose what you wanted instead of what was best for you, what I wanted for you.  All you had to do was ask for forgiveness.  There are people on earth right now that are living their lives correctly this very moment.  They do all the right things, they do work at the church, they give money to help others in need, they don’t curse me, they tell others about me, but the problem is; a person can do all the good works they can all their lives and still end up in hell because they did not accept the free gift of salvation that I offer through my Son.  Then on the other hand, a person can be really bad all their life and accept my free gift and they can come into Heaven with me and live in paradise forever. A murderer can ask for forgiveness and come to live with me in Heaven. 

Child: But Father, can’t you give me another chance?  Could you let me go back and let me prove to you that I can do a better job with my life?

God: No child, that is impossible now.  You had hundreds of chances and you never chose me.  It had to be done while you were on earth.  I placed you in a certain spot in time because I had a plan for you and I gave you free will to make your own choices and you made the wrong choices.

Child: (starting to cry) Please Father, I can’t go hell.  I never believed this was true.  I never believed hell really existed.  Father what can I do?

God: There is nothing you can do.  You made the wrong choices and now you must pay for them for eternity.  

Child: But Please God.

At this point mom and dad walk up next to God and child starts to yell for mom and dad but there is absolutely no response from them.  

Child: Mom, Dad, I see you.  Please help me!  I love you and I need you.  Please help me, please make it better.  I need you to hold me.  (crying) Mom, dad, help me, please.  Father, there has to be a way.  If you love me, then how can you send me to hell?  

God: My decision is final.  You are condemned to go to hell.  It hurts my heart so, so badly for this to happen to you.  You had so many chances.  There were times when my Holy Spirit called out to you in church.  You felt me calling to you but you ignored me because you were ashamed to take that walk to the front with the preacher to accept my son.  Child, I love you so very dearly.  I know the number of hairs on your head, I know everything about you but the one thing that tears my heart out is that “I Don’t Know you, I don’t know your heart”

The demons come and drag child away.  Child is kicking and screaming and begging for his/her life to no avail.  As the demons take child away fire is presented and the lights go out.  Then the speaker comes out into a very dim spot light and gives the invitation…
