“What Do You Do?”

Thy rowers have brought thee into great waters: the east wind hath broken thee in the midst of the seas. 

(Ezekiel 27:26)

 

1-Let a man so account of us, as of the ministers of Christ, and stewards of the mysteries of God. 2-Moreover it is required in stewards, that a man be found faithful. (1 Corinthians 4:1-2) Paul urged the Corinthians to think of him, Peter, and Apollos as mere servants of Christ entrusted with the secret things of God. A servant does what his master tells him to do. We must do what God tells us to do in the Bible and through his Holy Spirit. Each day God presents us with needs and opportunities that challenge us to do what we know is right.

It is tempting to judge fellow Christians, evaluating whether or not they are good followers of Christ. But only God knows a person’s heart, and he is the only one with the right to judge. Paul’s warning to the Corinthians should also warn us. We are to confront those who are sinning, but we must not judge who is a better servant for Christ. When you judge someone, you invariably consider yourself better—and that is arrogant.

The subject I would like to talk about today is the term "under rower", or rower.  Thousands of years ago ships were propelled by oars as well as sails.  When the wind died down the ship could still go on by the power of the oars.  The only thing was that the ship captain had to have help to operate the oars.  There may have been 20 or so oars on each side of the ship and each oar may have needed as many as 4 people to operate it as they were very large, so they used slaves.  That's 160 people pushing and pulling on those oars at one time.  Now let's stop and compare the ship, the captain and the "under rowers" to the church, the pastor and the congregation.  As those slaves rowed that ship some of them got a little lazy and they would pretend to help row, but they were just going through the motions, but they looked busy.  Just like some of the people of the congregation in the church, they look busy and it works for a while but the effect starts to become evident after a while, let's get back to the ship.  The captain (as compared to the pastor) is given the position of authority and he runs the operation of the ship (the church), but, the ship could not get anywhere if not for all of the people that worked under him, mainly the under rowers.  If there was no one to paddle the ship, well I guess there wouldn't be any use for the captain.  Anyway let's get back to the under rowers.  If one of them slacks off a little bit the other three guys on his oar start to wear down a little more quickly than they would if the lazy guy would not have slacked off.  Well when the other three guys start to wear down it starts to effect the steering of the ship.  The other side of the boat is still going strong, so the boat is pushed to the side instead of straight ahead.  Eventually the boat could begin to go in circles if the entire side wears down and quits, (you know, the side where the lazy guy is).  Some of our churches are like that today.  So many people won't lift a finger to do any service in the church and eventually the church starts to go in circles and it doesn't get anywhere, it doesn't grow, it gets smaller.  The funny thing is that the people who don't do anything in the church, (the lazy ones), (I'm sorry I just tell it like it is) are the very ones that do the majority of the crying and complaining.  They gripe if they don't like the sermon or they gripe if the bus is not clean or they gripe if the bathroom is dirty.  This is my message to you people who are lazy; If you are too lazy to help you should not be allowed to complain.  It is said that 80% of the work done in the church is performed by 20% of the people.  And the really interesting thing is that the people who don't help are most of the ones who gossip about others and start problems.  80% of the people in most churches don't do anything for the church, they don't even tithe like they should.  Are you one of the 80% (lazy people) or are you one of the 20% (back breaking hard workers)?  Are you getting upset yet?  If you are, you are probably one of the 80%.  I can't wait to see all of the anonymous messages I get back on this one.  Don't waste your time getting mad, it only hurts you,  go to your church where ever it may be and volunteer, be a servant and help save some souls, the ship needs more under rowers...
